I forgot, in the last file I 
sent you, to make a hyperlink to Douthat's piece at the Times web site. Now 
there should be two things in the article that link to the web, the Douthat 
piece at the beginning and the Youtube clip toward the end. 

I also forgot to say, in my summary of what I changed, that I am not sure I 
addressed Reader 3's demand that I explain why I believe I will not fall 
prey to a Judeo-Christian distortion of Avatar's meaning. On the one hand, 
the reader seems to assume that Avatar is a basically pagan film that I will 
inevitably sully with my grimy monotheistic hands. There's nothing I can do 
about that assumption. On the other hand, the answer to why I think I'm a 
better interpreter than Douthat is that I know what pantheism is and he 
doesn't, and I am not trying to torpedo someone's film because of a paranoid 
fantasy about environmentalists and a metaphysical distrust of Nature. In 
that sense, my essay itself is the best response I have to Reader 3. I hope 
that's enough.
