An eco-poet, children’s author, community artist and Forest Schools leader based in the dynamic Transition town of Frome, in S.W. England, Helen is passionate about inspiring people to connect more deeply with Nature inside and out.  With degrees in French and German and Comparative Literature from the Universities of Oxford and Edinburgh, an informal education in ritual theatre with Scotland’s Beltane Fire Society, and inspiration from her Forest Schools training, Helen has evolved an understanding of the artist as an agent for visionary change.  Starting with herself, trying to embody that change, she sees herself as a channel for Gaia – a way of being which informs all aspects of her artistic practice.
